Directions: ½ hour drive from the Capital Beltway, I-95 north towards Baltimore; take Exit 47 (BWI Airport) and travel east on I-195.  Take Exit 3 to Elkridge.  Turn right on US 1, heading south.  Take next right on to South Street soon after turning onto US 1.  The park entrance is immediately on your left.  Follow the park road to the T and turn left and cross Patapsco River.  Turn right into the Avalon lot. We will meet near the playground.
