Travis Rose will present "A Basic Presentation on Designing a Data Warehouse" - The purpose of this lecture is to provide a general overview on designing and developing a data warehouse. It will also cover basic terms such as (data mart, data tier, cubes, etc...) that are necessary to communicate with other developers and designers for this enterprise-wide activity.  This talk is geared toward beginners. 
Fuad Foty will present “The DOW-loop: a Smarter Approach to your Existing Code”.  Following the frequent use of the DOW-loop’s logic, it became apparent to me that the DOW-loop structure could be easily extended to a greater percentage of existing SAS® code. Some SAS® code includes PROC SQL statements performed on large datasets that can easily be replaced by a DOW-loop construct. Other SAS code includes PROC SUMMARY datasets that can be simply aggregated and merged into a new SAS dataset without having to leave the DATA step. In addition to reading the code in a more logical way, the process enables faster and more efficient performance. In this paper, I examine existing SAS code examples and discuss how to convert them to include this new and exciting DOW-loop method.   This talk is geared toward ALL programmers.
